Special Committee of Inquiry into CLC and CVEC 
January 18, 2012
Minutes
The Special Committee of Inquiry into CLC and CVEC met on January 18, 2012 beginning at 2:00 p.m., at the Assembly Chambers Hall in Barnstable, Massachusetts.  
Present: Speaker/Chairman Ronald Bergstrom, Committee Members Leo Cakounes, James Killion, Deborah McCutcheon, and John Ohman, and Clerk/Secretary Janice O’Connell.
Chairman/Speaker Ronald Bergstrom called the meeting to order.  Motion was made by Ronald Bergstrom, and seconded, to approve the minutes of January 4, 2012.  Motion carried. 
Committee accepted copies of letters of support for CLC and CVEC from various municipalities provided to the committee by CVEC President Charles McLaughlin.  Specifically mentioned was a letter sent to various municipal officials from CVEC President Charles McLaughlin dated December 29, 2011 regarding the January 4, 2012 committee meeting and other information.  

Motion was made by Leo Cakounes, and seconded, to send a letter with a copy of Resolution 11-02 to each Board of Selectmen and Town Administrator/Manager’s that are a part of CLC and CVEC, and CLC and CVEC Directors, in response to statements that were made in the December 29, 2011 letter from CVEC Director Charles McLaughlin and to clarify the actions and progress of the Special Committee to date.  Motion carried.  The committee gave authority to the Chair to review and approve the letter that will be drafted by the Clerk.   
The committee raised concerns related to the governance, policies, process and procedures, and the financial oversight and accounting practices of CLC and CVEC and the need for more transparency.  There are also concerns regarding the relationship between CLC, CVEC and Con Ed Solutions.  The committee agreed that they will need to compile some substantive questions in order to go forward.  
A division of the Attorney General’s Office dealing with regulatory authority was contacted by a committee member and they expressed interest in knowing what specific concerns the committee plans on bringing forward in their report.
The committee doesn’t feel they will get any additional information from CLC and CVEC and will consider moving forward with recommendations that could include a recommendation for an independent financial audit, concerns over a possible conflict of interest related to dual legal representation and fund transfers.  The committee concluded that they are not structured nor have the time and expertise to go much further with the inquiry.  The committee did not receive enough information to resolve the issues of concern.  The committee will come up with specific recommendations in a report to the full Assembly which could include a recommendation to forward a report to the Inspector General for review. 
The committee agreed to schedule their next meeting as a public forum.  The meeting will take place on February 1, 2012 from 1 to 3 p.m.  Following the public forum meeting the committee would like to invite representatives from CLC and CVEC to meet with them to discuss and address the concerns compiled by the committee.  At the conclusion of that meeting the 
committee will determine what to include in their draft report and once it has been drafted ask CLC and CVEC representatives to return to discuss and respond to the draft report before the committee prepares a final report and recommendations to the full Assembly.  No meeting dates were approved relative to subsequent meetings that will follow the February 1, 2012 public forum.     
The meeting adjourned at 3:55 P.M.
