OR 63 TO 118 KM/HR) ARE EXPECTED SOMEWHERE WITHIN THE SPECIFIED AREA WITHIN 35 HOURS.

HURRICANE WATCH: AN ANNOUNCEMENT THAT SUSTAINED WINDS OF 64 KNOTS (74 MPH OR 119 KM/HR) OR
HIGHER ARE POSS/BLE WITHIN THE SPECIFIED AREA IN ASSOCIATION WITH A TROPICAL, SUBTROPICAL, OR POST-
“TROPICAL CYCLONE. BECAUSE HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS ACTIVITIES BECOME DIFFICULT ONCE WINDS REACH TROPICAL
STORM FORCE, THE HURRICANE WATCH IS ISSUED 48 HOURS IN ADVANCE OF THE ANTICIPATED ONSET OF TROPICAL
STORM FORCE WINDS.

HURRICANE WARNING: AN ANNOUNCEMENT THAT SUSTAINED WINDS OF 64 KNOTS (74 MPH OR 119 KM/HR) OR
HIGHER ARE EXPECTED SOMEWHERE WITHIN THE SPECIFIED AREA IN ASSOCIATION WITH A TROPICAL, SUBTROPICAL,
OR POST-TROPICAL CYCLONE. BECAUSE HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS ACTIVITIES BECOME DIFFICULT ONCE WINDS
REACH TROPICAL STORM FORCE, THE WARNING IS ISSUED 36 HOURS IN ADVANCE OF THE ANTICIPATED ONSET OF
TROPICAL-STORM-FORCE WINDS. THE WARNING CAN REMAIN IN EFFECT WHEN DANGEROUSLY HIGH WATER OR A
COMBINATION OF DANGERQUSLY HIGH WATER AND WAVES CONTINUE, EVEN THOUGH WINDS MAY BE LESS

THAN HURRICANE FORCE.

STORM SURGE: AN ABNORMAL RISE IN SEA LEVEL ACCOMPANYING A HURRICANE OR OTHER INTENSE STORM, AND
WHOSE HEIGHT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE OBSERVED LEVEL OF THE SEA SURFACE AND THE LEVEL THAT WOULD
HAVE OCCURRED IN THE ABSENCE OF THE CYCLONE. STORM SURGE IS USUALLY ESTIMATED BY SUBTRACTING THE
NORMAL OR ASTRONOMIC HIGH TIDE FROM THE OBSERVED STORM TIDE. 5
