The Commissioners recited the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Silence.

I. No Public Comment 
II. Discussion and potential vote on Resolution 14-02 to approve budget transfers for FY2015 for Resource Development Office – AmeriCorps, as adopted by the Assembly of Delegates on October 15, 2014.
Motion made by Commissioner Doherty to approve budget transfers for FY2015 for Resource Development Office – AmeriCorps, as adopted by the Assembly of Delegates on October 15, 2014, 2nd by Commissioner Lyons, approved 3-0-0.
III. 2014 Status on Barnstable County Emergency Planning Committee – Sean O’Brien, Emergency Preparedness Coordinator.
Sean O’Brien, Emergency Preparedness Coordinator presented the Commissioners a status report on the Barnstable County Emergency Planning Committee. The Report will be available on the County’s website and as part of the minutes for this meeting.

Mr. O’Brien also gave the Commissioners an update on Ebola preparedness training that took place in the County Campus and was focused on cooperation of several local agencies. The main topics included: the first responders’ and medical personnel’s protection, the right equipment for staff, the critical questions for the patients that included symptoms and traveling places. 
IV. Cape and Vineyard Electric Cooperative (CVEC) Net Metering Credits: Wind Power Sales Agreement - Liz Argo, Special Projects Coordinator for CVEC.

Liz Argo, Special Projects Coordinator talked about excess net metering credits available for “offtakers” and Barnstable County is one of 9 of them. Back in June 2014 the County agreed to be an “offtaker” and signed the agreement with CVEC. The County asked for 1.6 million kilowatt net metering credits but was able to receive 817,000 but now after signing the agreements with all other parties involved CVEC is able to offer 939,000 photovoltaic kilowatt net metering credits to Barnstable County.

The difference between a needed kilowatt hours and available through CVEC net metering credits is 698,000 kilowatt hours. The portion of this difference could be available through wind project in Plymouth.

Motion made by Commissioner Doherty to approve the first amendment to Inter-Governmental Net Metered Power Sales Agreement for photovoltaics between Barnstable County and the Cape & Vineyard Electric Cooperative, Inc. to revise the number of kilowatt hours of net metering credits and to release remaining kilowatt hours, with the execution through 2034, with the option to renew, 2nd by Commissioner Lyons, approved 3-0-0.
Motion made by Commissioner Doherty that Barnstable County agrees to a Power Sales Agreement with Cape and Vineyard Electric Cooperative (CVEC) for the future generation wind project in Plymouth, 2nd by Commissioner Lyons, approved 3-0-0.

V. Communications Update on the Barnstable County Citizen’s Academy – Paul Niedziwiecki, Executive Director for Cape Cod Commission.

Paul Niedzwiecki, Executive Director for Cape Cod Commission along with Kristy Senatori, Deputy Director and Anne Maguire, Community Relations for Cape Cod Commission gave the Commissioners a brief update on the efforts to establish a Barnstable County Citizen’s Academy. Two contractors have been hired (Susan French and Meg Loughran) to interview county staff and help to identify initial goals and objectives for the Academy.
Mr. Niedzwiecki said that with this creation the County will have a huge opportunity to create the ambassadors for the whole county population.
