At the regular meeting of the County Commissioners held in the Barnstable County Superior Courthouse Building on the eighth day of October, A.D. 2014.

The Commissioners recited the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Silence.

I. Public Comment 
Commissioner Doherty raised his concerns regarding tree cutting along Route 6 in Sandwich and Bourne. Commissioner Flynn suggested that the County Commissioners’ Office should send a letter to the Department of Transportation (DOT) regarding this matter. Michael Brillhart will prepare a latter and present it for Commissioners to sign.
II. The Barnstable County Department of Health and Environment’s Report – George Heufelder, Director.
George Heufelder, Director for the Department of Health and Environment presented the Commissioners a status report for his department. 

The presentation will be available on the county’s website and as a part of the minutes for this meeting. The main topics of the presentation included:

· Water Quality Laboratory (Bathing Beach Sampling, Drinking Water and Contaminated sites)

· Community Septic Management Loan Program (Residential Low-Interested Loans, Betterments Loans Commercial Loans)

· Emergency Management (Hazmat Inventory, Regional Shelters Regional Emergency Planning Committee)

· Environmental Health (Health and Safety training Tobacco Control, Landfill Monitoring, Inspectional Services, Health Agent Coverage)

· Public Health Nursing (Vaccination program, Health Screening, Tick-Borne Disease Education)

· Alternative Septic Systems (Massachusetts Alternative Septic System Test Center, Innovative/Alternative Monitoring and Compliance Program)

Mr. Heufelder also presented the anticipated budget requests for FY16 that include: 

· Laboratory: equipment replacement, full-time analyst position, system software replacement

· Public Health Nursing Division: funds for contract nursing services and supplies

· Emergency Planning: supplies for the Incident Management Team, Medical Reserve Coordinator position, contract nursing services

III. The Cape Cod Cooperative Extension’s Report – William Clark, Director.
William Clark, Director for the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension presented the Commissioners a status report for his department. 

In his presentation, Mr. Clark spoke about:

· Services to Towns (2014 Hazardous Waste Collections – Mercury, Sharps, Flares)

· Technical Assistance (Marine Resources: technical assistance to municipal shellfish departments, herring run wardens; municipal shellfish propagation program; marine water quality monitoring, Nutrition: food safety training; municipal employee wellness programs, Land Management, Wildfire Grants) 

· Regional Programs (School Programs: Coastal Explorer – marine education classes, Body Walk – interactive nutrition education activities, 4-H – afterschool youth programs, WET Fest 4 through 6th grade for interactive water education activities; Technical assistance/Educational programs in agriculture, tick borne illnesses, nutrition, youth development, solid waste reduction and conservation network)

· New Programs (Two positions: Community Rating System (CRS) Coordinator position, voluntary position to reduce and avoid flood damage and foster comprehensive floodplain managements, would help communities become more resilient to storm and help towns save money. The regional person would work with all the towns writing their CRS and keeping it up to date. Currently the insurance premiums on the Cape are totaling in $15,487,001. Having a CRS Coordinator would save the population about 10% ($1,548,700).

IV. The Barnstable County Facilities Department’s Report – Stephen Tebo, Director.

Stephen Tebo, Director for the Facilities Department presented the Commissioners a status report for his department. The presentation included heating upgrade in superior Courthouse, sidewalks, paving and new drains at County Complex, new lock system at the complex.

5) Executed the Contract between Barnstable County (Cape Cod Cooperative Extension) and the University of Massachusetts Extension for to provide personnel, equipment, facilities and supplies on cooperative programs/projects with UMass Extension, for the period of October 1, 2014 – September 30, 2015.

6) Executed the 12th Contract Amendment between Cape Light Compact (CLC), in accordance with our responsibility as fiscal agent for CLC, and Tetra Tech MA. Inc. in the amount of $110,000.00 for special and cross sector evaluation services, for the period of July 1, 2013 – December 31, 2014.
7) Reject the bids for Used Dredge as one proposal was a refurnished dredge that needs a lot of work and the other did not meet the specifications.
8) Executed a time sheet for Michael Brillhart.
9) Approved the Extended Period of leave for Mark Zielinski, for the period of October 1 – October 31, 2014.
10) Approved Vacation Carry-Over extension (14 days) for William Traverse, Information Technology Director to be used by December 31, 2014 (previously it was approved to be used by September 30, 2014). 
11) Approved Vacation Carry-Over extension (10.5 hours) for Jennifer Doherty, Laboratory Assistant to be used by December 31, 2014 (previously it was approved to be used by September 30, 2014).
