At the regular meeting of the County Commissioners held in the Barnstable County Superior Courthouse Building on the seventeenth day of December, A.D. 2014.

Chairman Flynn called the meeting to order 10:30 a.m.

The Commissioners recited the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a Moment of Silence.

I. No Public Comment 
Motion made by Commissioner Doherty to enter into Executive Session under M.G.L., Chapter 30A, Section 21(A), 2 to conduct strategy sessions in preparation for negotiations with nonunion personnel or to conduct collective bargaining sessions or contract negotiations with nonunion personnel – Barnstable County Classification Study and to reconvene in open session, 2nd by Commissioner Lyons, approved 3-0-0.  

Chairman Flynn called the meeting to order in public session at 10:59 a.m.

II. Vote on Barnstable County Classification and Compensation Study.
Chair Flynn announced that the Barnstable County Classification and Compensation Study is in effect and employees that were included in the Study will be paid retroactively (beginning  July 1, 2014).
Motion made by Commissioner Lyons to adopt the Barnstable County Classification and Compensation Study, 2nd by Commissioner Doherty, approved 3-0-0.

Commissioner Flynn said that the County’s last Classification and Compensation Study has been performed 50 years ago and needed to be updated.

The Commissioners also agreed to put the Study on the County website for public review.
III. Discussion and potential vote on the appropriation of funds for water monitoring assessment. 

Commissioner Flynn announced that this item has been canceled since the funds are available for appropriation for water monitoring assessment.
IV. Discussion and potential vote regarding employment contract for Elenita Muniz, Coordinator for Human Rights Commission. 
Commissioners asked Ms. Muniz if she wanted to make a public statement regarding the comments she made during the panel forum last week. Ms. Muniz read her statement followed by several opinions given by the members of the public in her support.
Commissioner Flynn said that since the Commissioners agenda has been posted 48 hours prior to the meeting it does not reflect the current events. Ms. Muniz requested to meet with the Commissioners and give a statement after the agenda was posted. Commissioner Flynn also thanked everyone that came and spoke publicly regarding this issue. 
Commissioner Doherty said that the matter discussed should not be an event but rather a consistent conversation. 

Motion made by Commissioner Doherty to take the issues discussed under advisement, 2nd by Commissioner Lyons, approved 3-0-0.
