Commissioner Flynn anticipated that within the next four weeks the County should have a preliminary plan of action to address the space needs.

V. The CVEC Nomination for Interstate Renewable Energy Council (IREC) awards.

Liz Argo, Special Projects Coordinator for the Cape and Vineyard Electric Cooperative (CVEC) informed the Commissioners about CVEC’s nomination for Interstate Renewable Energy Council (IREC) awards.

CVEC’s website www.cvecinc.org provides a link to IREC and directions for voting. The voting ends on August 20th. 

VI. Open Cape Update from CEO Dan Vortherms.

Dan Vortherms, the CEO of Open Cape gave the Commissioners an update on the project goals and completion status.

The Construction was completed on November 30th 2013 and the closeout on June 30th, 2014. The completed project includes over 450 miles of fiber, 76 miles of microwave which connected 96 locations through the grant:

· 4 community college locations

· 8 other higher education/research

· 30 libraries

· 17 municipal locations

· 19 public safety locations

· 15 schools

· 3 federal locations

The Connections on the Cape include: Provincetown to Orleans with microwave connector and to Martha’s Vineyard through Edgartown. Also off Cape: Barnstable to Brocton, Cataumet to Providence, Providence to Brocton up to Boston, Dartmouth to Taunton and Bridgewater. 

In addition the Data Center space that is located in Barnstable County offers cloud services. Also the Open Cape is considering a partnership with MSDI for expending services, management and monitoring and backup services.

For the future goals Mr. Vortherms listed:

· Network expansion

· Potential 2 phase privet project

· Possibility of Plymouth schools and the Town of Carver interest

· Tribal connections in Mashpee 

· Social impact bonding (healthcare, education, government support, environmental areas)

· Data Center expansion

· WIFI management on the Cape

· Business development

VII. Discussion and potential vote on Resolution 14-01 to approve the hiring of legal counsel for the Barnstable County Assembly of Delegates.
Commissioner Flynn read the Resolution 14-01 that approves the hiring of legal counsel for the Barnstable County Assembly of Delegates. Chairman Flynn also said that according to county counsel, Robert Troy, that resolution does not conform to certain sections of the County Administrative Code and certain sections of the County Home Rule Charter. According to the Charter the County Commissioners have the authority to negotiate contracts, including legal contracts and compensation associated with them. The general counsel that is appointed by the Commissioners is available to every department in the County. The Special Counsel, if needed, according to the Home Rule Charter, can be hired for special projects, under specific circumstances. The resolution 14-01 does not specify any reason for hiring a Special Counsel.
Motion made by Commissioner Doherty to authorize Commissioner Flynn, the Chair of County Commissioners with the assistance of County Administrator to prepare a letter to Assembly of Delegates acknowledging the receipt of the Resolution 14-01 and advising the Assembly that it is not in compliance with the Home Rule Charter or the Administrative Code and therefore it is being returned with no action, 2nd by Commissioner Lyons, approved 3-0-0.
